WISCONSIN WATERFOWL HUNTERS’ CONFERENCE
Wisconsin Waterfowl Hunters’ Conference is planning on awarding either one scholarship in the amount of $1,000.00 or 2 scholarships in the amount of $500.00 each during the 2015 Conference. Funding for the scholarships comes from tax deductable donations to the Conference Scholarship fund by Conference participants and from revenues generated by a special Conference raffle. In addition, the donated funds have help cover the Conference registration fees of college students enrolled in a wildlife management program. 
Eligibility: 
In order to be eligible for these scholarships, an applicant must be registered as an undergraduate or graduate student at a Wisconsin University, College or Vocational Technical Institute (Wisconsin residency not required) in a program that has a curriculum heavily into wetland ecology or waterfowl management
 or is registered as an undergraduate or graduate student at an out of state (Wisconsin residency is required in this case) University, College or Vocational Technical Institute (including Canadian schools) in a program that has a curriculum heavily into wetland ecology or waterfowl management.
Selection Process: 
The recipients of the scholarships will be selected by the Wisconsin Waterfowl Hunters’ Conference Scholarship Committee. The decision of that Committee shall be final.
Application Process: 
Send a letter of scholarship application to Jon R. Bergquist, CWB; 220 2nd St; Amery, WI 54001. The letter must contain the following information:

· Applicants name, school address, and home of record address, phone numbers for each and an email address. 

· A copy of your college transcripts and grade points both undergraduate and graduate if applicable. 

· A statement of your career goals. 

· A summary of any pertinent past work experience in wildlife management including volunteer work. 

· Involvement in any extracurricular activities that pertain to your career goal 

· The name and address (including phone number and email address) of your current advisor or major professor. 

· A statement of why you feel you should be awarded this scholarship. 

· For applicants not attending a Wisconsin University, College or Vocational Technical College, proof of Wisconsin residency is required which will be the name, address and phone number of the Wisconsin high school you graduated from and the year of graduation. 

· A statement whether or not you are a licensed hunter (indicate state/province most recently hunted in) and if you are a waterfowl hunter. 

Application Deadline: The deadline for applications is October 15 2014. Those applications postmarked after October 15 will be disqualified.
Stipulation:
· If in any year the Committee decides that no one meets the qualifications, an award will NOT be given in that year. 

· If in any year the Committee finds there are insufficient funds to cover the scholarship, an award will NOT be give in that year. 

· If in any year, the Committee awards the scholarship to a graduate student, that graduate student agrees to acknowledge the scholarship in his/her thesis and any scientific publications resulting from that thesis. 

Notification and Processing: 
The recipient(s) of the scholarship(s) will be announced at the 2015 Wisconsin Waterfowl Hunters’ Conference and a letter will be sent to the successful candidate. The award will be in the form of a check that will be made out to the recipient and to the post-secondary school that the recipient is attending. The check may be mailed to the financial aid director of that school and can be collected by the recipient at the time of registration. At the Scholarship Committee’s discretion, it may present the check to the recipient direct.
